at-Tartushi’s description of the city of Mainz contains some elements of Greek
geographic methods, e.g. the zone of climate and details of Oriental
merchandise like coins from Samarqgand and spices from India, which mostly
were brought to Europe by Jewish merchants: "Mainz [Magandsche, im 6.

Finally both, the Christian Ebstorf map and Idrisi’s Sicilian-Arabic
project were the last representatives of Graeco-Roman map styling. They
are now far away from our modern definitions. ®9 However: work of
research can help to unveil the common roots of European and Arabic
geographic sciences and their results when working together.
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the envoys sent by Emperor Otto I The Great and the court of Cordoba,
where the envoys met Caliph Abd ar-Rahman I (912-961 AD) and his
successor al-Hakam II (961-967 AD). Otto’s 1 envoy, Johannes von Gorze
has written a report about his journey (953 AD). ® It is interesting to know
that the Umayyad envoy who travelled by the Caliphs order to Frankfurt am
Main/Germany, was Reccemund/Rabi ibn Zaid, a mozarabic bishop.

Another Umayyad envoy was Ibrahim ibn Ya'qub at-Tartusi (from
Tortosa) ®® also wrote interesting details about Europe and many important
cities there. ®” In such texts partially remains of Greek geographic method
and rarely linguistic reminiscences can be found. This text in later time was
used b();ga;\l-‘Udhri (died 1085), al-Bakri (gest. 1094) and al-Qazwini (gest.
1283).

The history the Franks, written by Persian Wezir Rasid ad-Din (died
1318 AD), mentions the land of Alamannia, the descent of Emperors, Kings,
Electors (i.e. Kurfuersten), the Popes, the regional districts of the Franks.
Writing his book the author made use of a map (of the Franks) and in
addition he took information from oral delivery by Eastern and Western
Christian representatives. ¢

The important economic relations between Europe and Near Eastern
Orient and al-Andalus encouraged some European scholars to learn more
about Oriental Islamic culture, language and religion. Despite the battles of
the Crusade period they argued for understanding the foreign culture and
they wrote poems and essays about such subject including their demand of
translating the Qur'an. ®® Although their knowledge contained much
mistakes or not-understanding there was a discussion which was spread in
learned circles. "

Finally it was famous Abu “Abd Allah Muhammad al-Idrisi (born
1100 Ceuta ?/Morocco, died 1162), who lived as a high estimated
geographer at the court of the Norman Roger II. in Palermo / Sicilia. Idrisi’s
ancestors were from aristocratic descent (they defined themselves as
descendants of Ali, son-in-law of the prophet Muhammad. Idrisi was invited
by Roger II. and he became chief of an important project: he had to collect
fresh information about the inhabited world; he had to compare this with the
traditional knowledge in order to create a new Arabic map of the world with
an encyclopaedic commentary. ®? The result was marvellous: two maps for

Oriental Maps

Due to the fact of Greek geographic traditions Arabian geographers
continued the methods founded by Ptolemaios of Alexandria®”. So Arabic
djugrafija preserved and enlarged this knowledge. During the 2" half of 8™
century AD and 9™ century there were close relations between Europe and
the Orient because of trade and diplomacy. @D There are interesting records
which show the quality and intensity of such meetings, e.g. in Spain / al-
Andalus. Scholars in al-Andalus tried to get recent and sure information
about France, partly North Spain/Catalonia, North-Italy, Germany. ®? All
these "countries belonged to the Merovingian and Carolingian dynasty,
which ruléd in the “land of the Franks® (bilad Ifranga/Firanga). People
living there are diffcrin% in language and traditions from the Slavic cultures
in their neighbourhood. ¥

During the 10™ century AD there were interesting relations between

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on learning about the Etymologiae collected and written by Isidorus of
Sevilla®,

Only fragmented records from original antique maps are delivered®:
Probably Agrippa’s map “survived” in two version: in Martianus Capella’s
description of the world (ca. 400 AD) @ and with the map of Castorius, well
known as the Tabula Peutingeriana® (fig 3), being preserved as medieval
version from 11™ cent. AD. The si gnatures, like symbols of cities, have their
predecessors from numismatic pictures, ancient mosaics"? (fig. 4) and the
late antique handbook of administration, the Notitia Dignitatum?, Finally
these maps became the roots of the huge formatted medieval maps of the
world.

All medieval maps — with small and huge format —show a close
coherence between picture and text (pictura, scriptura), because mostly
there were used as book illustrations. Since 9™ century AD the former Greek
and Latin termini technici like chorographia, forma, tabula, orbis pictus and
sphaera were more and more replaced by the term mappa — piece of linen
that shows the parts of the world. Since 13" century AD the French term
mappemonde means huge formatted, hand-painted or hand-written maps of
the world, which show real and religious world of Christian Salvation with
special colours. The imago mundi was interpreted as an allegory of a World
defined by space, time, history and present time. The maps were formatted
as T/O-scheme with orientation to the East (i.e. Near East/Asia). ¥

Such maps decorated royal furniture (e.g. the map of Theodulf that
gave inspiration to decorate the silver tables of Carolus Magnus, ca. 800
AD) ™ the Palace of Westminster during the reign of Henry III. of England
(1207-1272), his brother Richard of Comwall (1209-1272) also possed such
maps. And finally such maps were used in churches to decorate the altar
(Hereford/Great Britain and Ebstorf/Germany) or the floor in front of the
altar during special holiday rituals. Such maps are also known from the
private room of Lateran in Rome (8" cent. AD) and from the residence of
the Archbishop of Orléans/France (around 800 AD).

Let us have a look to these mappemondes with huge format:

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interests to define the edges of the world: e.g. travellers like Herodotus,
diplomats like Megasthenes, kings like Juba II of Mauretania, Roman
aristocrats like Agrippa'’, officers like Pliny the Elder or captains like the
unfortunately nameless author of the Periplus Maris Erythraeim collected
precious information about the regions they explored. And finally
geographers like Ptolemaios of Alexandria in Egypt had taken the results in
order to produce a drawn map of the world with a complete written
description. ® With a solid knowledge about this long lasting traditions and
describing the world in Christian Middle ages special maps were produced
to show the recent world of their time combined with a “yesterday’s”-world.
Beside of this traditions preferred by Latin writing authors, early Arabic
geographers started to actualize Ptolemy’s knowledge. They collected new
information with the help of travellers and scholars and finally the
description of al-Qazwini and Idrisi’s two maps show the long life of
ancient Greek traditions and finally the Arabic knowledge about Europe.

Greeks and Romans used maps to describe the inhabited zones of the
world with ethnographic details streets, provinces, regions, sea-routes and
marketplaces. Since Krates of Mallos around 150 BC had defined the true
rounded form of the world and after Ptolemy of Alexandria around 150 AD
had calculated the circumference of the world, the question about the
position of the continents was lively discussed: Asia, Afriké/Libya, Europa
— two, three or four continents! @

After in 61 BC Roman Cn. Pompeius Magnus has celebrated his
triumphs after his war in the East chief of Roman Mint in Rome, Faustus
Sulla, minted silver coins (denarii) which show Pompey’s honorary wreaths
and the shape of the continents. This picture of the coins could be inspired
by huge drawn maps which where shown in public during the triumph
celebrations. ® (fig. 1)

European maps

Since Late Antiquity and especially during Christian European
Middle-ages Greek and Roman knowledge was common to the scholars,
however, there was more and more some tendency to combine this
knowledge with the stories of the bible. In Europa scholars discussed about
scientific prose like the Sallustius” Bellum Jugurthinum, Pomponius Mela’s
Cosmographia‘ﬁ) (fig. 2), Chronicles of the World, commentaries on the
Bible, the so-called maps of the Noachidae and especially the had an interest
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All of us know the feeling and dreams whilst moving a globe, reading
the signatures and looking for the paths of new travels in reality and fantasy.
First of all we ook to recent status of information: satellite photos, digital
maps, special maps for defined use, general maps: they all collect our
knowledge about e.g, geophysics, politics, trade, history, religion and many
other subjects. Flowing procedures are fixed to be one picture with a special
interpretation,

After invention of book printing with movable letters by Johannes
Gutenberg in Mainz/Germany (first print 1450-1454) and after finding the
s€a routes to America (1492) and Australia (beginning of 17.cent.)
geographical knowledge in Europe got a new perspective about the real
world. This world was no longer a world of myths, religious tales or a
medieval canon of common knowledge. Now the specialists put their
questions to the travellers and finally the world of Herodotus, the world of
religious paradises was replaced by facts which where to be proved in order
to make the maps user-friendly and up-to-date. This was a long a
complicated way of research since first steps of mapping the world in
Antiquity and the Medieval Ages.

How was geographical research and mapping of the world from Greek
and Roman Antiquity until early European and Arabic Middle ages? First
descriptions of the world mentioning expeditions which discovered
unknown lands and far oceans show the wide range of Greek and Roman
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
