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Abstract
The image of Epicurus evolves at Lucretius

Lucretius was a lover of Epicurus and one of the most adherents of
Epicurean doctrine and epicurean ideas. He is the mentor of the nature of
things. Morevoer, Lucretius is more complete and truthful than Epicurus's
philosophy. Epicurean is the undisputed poem of Lucretius, his poem "De
Rerum Natura”, which has the title of Epicurus himself "in nature” and is
the fundamental reference to the understanding of the Epicurean ideas. The
fulfillment of Lucretius to his teacher sometimes made him translate his
ideas literally, although he could write poetry and the strength of his hair
style. Lucretius succeeded in creating a poem on a philosophical subject
about nature.In wearing a Greek garment, Lucretius wanted to convey to
Rome the philosophy of his teacher without deletion or addition.

Lucretius spoke of Epicurus in many places in his six books. The House
(1042) of the third book is the only house in which Lucretius mentions the
name Epicurus directly in the whole poem. He has always praised Epicurus'
virtues and virtues in the beginnings of his books except for the second and
fourth books. In addition, Epicurean and epicurean ideas can be identified
through the Epicurus Epistles of Herodotus, Phytocalas and Menese, as well
as basic judgment and Vatican rule.

Lucretius spoke of Epicurus at three stages, the first phase of the first
book, where Epicurus represents "Graysian” (Graius homo, 66) as a man
representing his compatriots in the task of standing up to the gods and
overcoming false religious beliefs. The second stage of the third book
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representing him as the spiritual father of them (tupateres, 9), offering his
teachings with compassion (patria ...... praepta, 9f.); the Roman father is the
basis of authority. The third stage comes in what we call Epicurus'
"deification” in the form of confirmation in the beginning of the fifth book,
"Deus illefuit, deus, 8." The word deus represents the height of the
escalation in the praise, which began with homo in the first initiation, and,
then, the father (pater) by the initiation of the third book.
