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Abstract
The Functional Uses of the Infinitive Mood in Sophocles’ Oedipus

Tyrannos and Oedipus Coloneus

The term infinitive mood is derived from the Greek word (dmapépeartog ,1).
It is an adjective taken from the verb (mapeppaivw) meaning: I define, refer,
clarify, preceded by the letter (o) that is deprived of meaning, and, therefore,
the word is "indefinite". It was translated by the Roman grammarians to
Latin language to become (infinitivus). The infinitive mood is a verbal noun
because it shares many of the properties with the noun. It comes as a subject
or object for the main verb in the sentence. It is also used in conjunction
with the neutral singular article (t6), which is called an articular infinitive
term. Thus, the infinitive mood can come in all cases (except the vocative
case), and it can be preceded by any of the prepositions. At the same time,
the infinitive mood retains the properties and functions of the verb since it is
followed by a case (acc., gen., dat.), formulated as one of the verb's tenses,
associated with the nominative case mentioned in the sentence, or described
by an adverb, because the infinitive mood is basically a verb of a (tense),
and a (voice), but it is not assigned to any (personal pronoun), and does not
have a (number).

Thus, this research aims to study the infinitive mood from a descriptive
semantic perspective in Sophocles’ Oedipus Tyrannos and Oedipus
Coloneus. Through this study, we can list the various uses and functions of
the infinitive mood used in the two plays, such as: the use of the infinitive
mood as a noun, as a subject, as an object, after certain nouns, adjectives,
and adverbs, the infinitive of comparison, of negation, of purpose, of
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consecutive, of condition, of time, of place, of command, of petition, of
indirect question, of indirect speech, and absolute infinitive.
